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Ever since humans realised they were distinct conscious beings it seems they
wondered about their place in Nature. Each pre-literate culture developed its own
rationalisation of how what it saw around came to be, handed on as oral history often
with a sacred spiritual basis involving discarnate ancestry and becoming an integral
part of daily life.

In the East, the relation of Mankind to Mind and Consciousness dominated, with
major advances in their understanding. In the Middle East and Europe, the focus
became a prescribed view of the Universe based on one tribal spiritual and folk-
memory history and eventually backed by powerful established Judaeo-Christian-
Islamic churches that prohibited other forms of thought. This view was only seriously
challenged after two millennia when some outstandingly able men in Europe made

careful measurements with better instruments and open minds. Gradually the spiritual
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
