 Males respond more with other-focused attention whereas women more with self-focused 

attention following negative social feedback.  

 

 Males have more pupil dilatation when regulating social feedback provided by the opposite 

gender.  

 

 Women were more emotional and less able to regulate emotional responses following social 

feedback.  
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
